B Downtown and

H Nepean, Barrhaven
and Riverside South
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O-Train: 15min. from Bayview
station to Confederation Heights.
Route 87: 20 min. from Rideau
Centre to Confederation Heights.
Route 118: 10 min. from Hurdman
station to Confederation Heights.

Capacity to carry 4,300 more
customers on all south-end
express, direct-to-down-
town, and Transitway routes in
morning and afternoon peak
periods.

B Orléans
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The opening of the Strandherd-
Armstrong Bridge will cut transit
time significantly. Routes 94 and
99 will be extended across the
bridge, providing new connec-
tions between Riverside South
and Barrhaven and to Transitway
service.
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Plenty of pathways lead to
transit stops and downtown
stations. Pathways link to
Gatineau on Alexandra and
Portage bridges.
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Park & Ride availability at
Baseline, Strandherd,
Greenboro until 8am. Plenty of
space available throughout the
day at Fallowfield, Leitrim and
Riverview Park & Rides.
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Bike ride too long? Let OC
Transpo take you the rest of
the way with Rack & Roll or
bring your bike on the O-Train.
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Bike ride too long? Let OC
Transpo take you the rest of the
way. Plenty of pathways and
bike lanes to Riverview,
Nepean Woods, Barrhaven
Centre and Bayshore stations.
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Park for free at the NCC
Hampton Park (north of
Highway 417), Champlain
Bridge and Chaudiere lots
and cycle the 6-10km to
Confederation Heights.

B Kanata/Stittsville
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Route 95, 116 and O-Train:
40 min. from Place d'Orléans
to Confederation Heights.
Transitway routes 94 from
Millenium station and 95, 96
from Blair station.
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Park & Ride availability at Place
d'Orléans until 8am. Plenty of
space available throughout the
day at Trim, Blair and Millenium
Park & Rides.
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Combine cycling with transit.
Bike parking is available at
Park & Ride lots, or use Rack
& Roll on routes 94, 95, 96
and O-Train.
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The bike-and-ride pilot program
atBob MacQuarrie Rec.
Complexallows you to ride or

run, grab a shower and take
transit from Jeanne d’Arc station.

Confederation Heights. Transitway
Routes 93 and 96.
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Park & Ride availability at
Eagleson and Stittsville. Plenty
of space at Terry Fox,
Canadian Tire Centre and
Kanata North Park & Rides.
