Capacity to carry 4,300 
more customers on all 
south-end express, direct- 
to-downtown, and Transitway 
routes in morning and 
afternoon peak periods.

Capacity to carry 3,000 more 
customers on all west-end 
express and Transitway 
routes in morning and 
afternoon peak periods.

Park & Ride availability at 
Baseline, Strandherd, 
Greenboro until 8am.

Route 95, 114: 30 min. from 
Rideau Centre to St. Laurent 
Blvd./Innes Rd.

Capacity to carry 4,800 more  
customers on all east-end 
express and Transitway 
routes in morning and 
afternoon peak periods.

Park & Ride availability at Place 
d'Orléans until 8am.  Plenty of 
space available throughout the 
day at Trim, Blair and Millenium 
Park & Rides.

Route 96, 114: 60 min. from 
Eagleson Park & Ride to  
St. Laurent Blvd./Innes Rd.

Capacity to carry 1,900 more 
customers between Ottawa 
and Gatineau in morning and 
afternoon peak periods.

Routes 95, 114: 30 min. from 
Place d’Orléans to St. Laurent 
Blvd./Innes Rd.

Route 98, 114: 30 min. from 
Greenboro station to  
St. Laurent Blvd./Innes Rd.

Plenty of pathways to Place 
d’Orléans, Millenium and Blair 
stations. Let OC Transpo take 
you the rest of the way.

The bike-and-ride pilot program 
at Bob MacQuarrie Rec. 
Complex allows you to ride or 
run, grab a shower and take 
transit from Jeanne d’Arc station.

Plenty of pathways lead to 
transit stops and stations. 
Pathways link to Gatineau on 
Alexandra and Portage 
bridges.

The opening of the Strandherd–
Armstrong Bridge will cut transit 
time significantly. Routes 94 and 
99 will be extended across the 
bridge, providing new connec-
tions between Riverside South 
and Barrhaven and to Transitway 
service.

Bike ride too long? Let OC 
Transpo take you the rest of the 
way. Plenty of pathways and 
bike lanes to Riverview, 
Nepean Woods, Barrhaven 
Centre and Bayshore stations.
