LRT geometry requirements and the need to be grade-separated
at the CN Rall line and crossing streets dictate that the preferred
configuration (elevated versus below-grade) for the Knoxdale Road
to the Nepean Sportspex segment must be used for the entire
length of the Baseline Station to the Nepean Sportsplex corridor.
The number of and close distances between the streets and the
CN Rail line that need to be crossed make it impossible to mix and

match vertical alignment alternatives.



Alternatives 5 and 6: Below-Grade and
Elevated West of Woodroffe Avenue

Baseline Station to Nepean Sportsplex:
Initial Findings

Elevated alignments are cost-effective and
flexible horizontally, but may have noise and
visual impacts.

Elevated alignments avoid impacts to existing
underground utility connections.

Below-grade alignments have less noise
impact but will reduce pedestrian connectivity
between Woodroffe Avenue and the
community to the east and limit future
development above them unless covered
which increases cost.

All alternatives will have temporary

construction and permanent impacts that need

further consideration including:

* Transit and traffic operations

« Community impacts

* Physical footprint and displacement of
existing buildings (for some alternatives).

Nepean Sportsplex to
Barrhaven Town Centre

The Preliminary Plan for this portion of the
project involves converting the existing at-
grade bus Transitway to twin-track grade-
separated electric LRT technology, including
modifying the existing Fallowfield, Longfields
and Strandherd Stations.

In addition, the Preliminary Plan incorporates:

 Rail grade-separations at the Woodroffe
Avenue, Southwest Transitway and

Fallowfield Road crossings of the VIA Rail
line.

» Additional LRT grade-separations at
Berrigan Drive and Marketplace Avenue.

» Extending the existing trench north and
south of Strandherd Drive to grade-
separate at cross streets.

« New multi-modal bus/rail terminal station
at Barrhaven Town Centre.
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
