
 

Choices for Accommodating Pedestrian 
and Cyclists in the Corridors 

The renewal of the transportation infrastructure in the corridors provides 

an opportunity to accommodate pedestrians and cyclists and to pursue 

the City’s Official Plan and Transportation Master Plan objectives. 

Options Considered for Pedestrians include: 

• No walking facility 

• 2m wide sidewalks along one or both sides of the corridor 

• 3m multi-use pathways along one or both sides of each corridor 

Options Considered for Cyclists include: 

• No cycling facility 

• Wide paved shoulders in each direction (rural x-sections) 

• On-road painted bike lanes (x cross-sections) 

• Uni-directional cycle tracks along the edge (urban x-sections) 

• Bi-directional bike-only facilities along one or both sides of corridor 

• Multi-use pathways along one or both sides of the corridor 

The following considerations influenced the evaluation of treatments: 

1. Traffic speed and volume 

2. Abutting land use and anticipated pedestrian and cyclist demand 

3. Presence of existing facilities within the corridor that can fulfill 

the need 

5. Access for pedestrians and cyclists to the lands along the road edge 

6. Opportunities for route illumination 

7. Opportunities to provide safe crossings 

8. Efficiency and cost of infrastructure 
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
