
Alternative Design Descriptions for the
Airport Connectivity Sector 
Within this Sector, it is important that the alternatives have regard for and 

enable the Airport Authority’s long-term plans. These include: 

• Accommodate development of adjacent employment uses 

• Accommodate long-term roadway network investments to the 

terminal building 

• Accommodate of a planned LRT spur line to the airport to run north of 

the EY Centre 

With these considerations in mind, two alternatives were evaluated: 

Alternative 1: Utilize Existing Interchange and Add New Westbound 

Connection to Uplands Drive - This alternative has the following 

characteristics and implications: 

• Provides one (1) new southbound and one (1) new northbound lane 

between Uplands Drive/Lester Road and Hunt Club Road 

• Provide a new connection to Uplands Drive north of the EY Centre 

• Uses the existing arrangement of the recently modified interchange at 

Uplands Drive/Lester Road 

• Routes a 3m multi-use pathway to Uplands Drive 

Alternative 2: Widen the Airport Parkway to Uplands/Lester -

This alternative has the following characteristics and implications: 

• Provides one (1) new southbound and one (1) new northbound 

lane between Uplands Drive/Lester Road and Hunt Club Road 

• Uses the existing arrangement of the recently modified interchange 

at Uplands Drive/Lester Road 

• Routes the 3m multi-use pathway completely along-side the west side 

of the Airport Parkway terminating at Uplands Drive on the south side 

of the EY Centre 
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
