
 

Lester Road Sector: Alternative 
Design Descriptions 

Having regard for the design guidance and the conclusions of the environmental 
impact-based evaluation of functional design options for Lester Road, the 
alternatives evaluated are recommended to have the following performance 
standards: 

• Four travel lanes; 
• Median division in vicinity of intersections 
• Rural x-section where adjacent to designated Rural Area 
• Urban x-section where adjacent to the designated Urban Area 
• 3m multi-use pathway along the north side 
• Roadway lighting along both sides 
• Appropriate landscaping, outside of the rural-edge clear zone 
• Removing direct discharge of untreated roadway drainage where possible 

The following three (3) alternative designs have been evaluated for the 
Lester Road Sector. 

Alternative Design 1: Utilize Established Right-of Way
• Follow existing alignment and displace existing watercourses either by 

undergrounding or relocating within or further within the NCC Greenbelt 
• Acquire additional lands as required to accommodate the x-section 

Alternative Design 2: Avoid Watercourses 
• 	Align the corridor around Sawmill Creek and Alexander Drain and acquire lands 

either north (west of Albion) or south (east of Albion) to accommodate the 
x-section 

• Use the opportunity to improve the natural and social values of the watercourses 
in their current alignment 

Alternative 3: Shift Alignment North and acquire additional Land from Urban 
Area (only applies east of Meandering Brook Drive)

• 	Align the corridor north and acquire additional lands as required to accommodate 
the x-section
