
Considerations related to Impacts on
Natural Heritage Features 
Best practices and mitigation measures will be identifies as part of the 
Recommended Plan for the widening of the Airport Parkway and Lester 
Road and their connections to the adjacent road network. The study team 
has identified through existing conditions reviews and associated studies 
and surveys, the location of notable natural heritage features including 
proximity to the: 

• Sawmill Creek, Alexander Drain and the Cahill Drain 

• Lester Road Wetland Complex 

• Steep valleylands of Sawmill Creek 

• Habitats for terrestrial and aquatic species 

• Wooded areas 

Following the no net loss/net gain principle, some of the possible 
mitigation measures to address impacts on the associated natural heritage 
values of the corridor include: 

• Minimize the loss of area/vegetation by reducing the footprint 

• Wildlife crossing structures in appropriate locations 

• Appropriate Erosion and Sediment Control Measures 

• Ditch drainage that allows for filtration and catchment prior to outlet to 
associated watercourses and wetlands 

• Landscaping enhancements/new plantings 
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
