
Planned Function and Role 
of the Airport Parkway and Road Link 

The Airport Parkway Corridor carries the following 
designations in the City’s Official Plan: 

• Multi-Use Pathway Route 
• Cycling Spine Route 
• Arterial Road 
• Scenic Entry Route 
• Open Space Corridor (north of Hunt Club) 
• Capital Arrival (NCC) 

Within the City’s Arterial Road Network the Airport 
Parkway serves the following functions: 

• Airport traveller access route to and from central 
Ottawa 

• Access to/from airport employment uses 
• Commuter route linking Hunt Club, Walkley, and 

Brookfield, serves adjacent communities to the south 
of Heron 

• Commuter route linking Lester and serving 
communities to the south of Heron, including adjacent 
neighbourhoods, Leitrim, Riverside South, Greely and 
the rural area 

• Not a truck route: current restrictions are to continue 

The future Road Link to Uplands Drive is planned to 
provide additional connectivity to/from airport area and 
carries the following designations in the City’s Official 
Plan: 

• Arterial Road 
• Transit Priority Corridor (continuous lanes) as  

designated in the Transportation Master Plan,  
including the Airport Parkway north to Hunt 
Club Road 
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
