Study Background

In 2017, the City completed the “Barrhaven and
Merivale Road Rail Crossing Grade Separation
Study” which identified and prioritized five (5) ralil
grade-separations along the VIA Rail Line (Smiths
Falls Subdivision) between Merivale Road in the
east and Jockvale Road in the west.

The existing MUP located along the west side of
Jockvale Road is used by pedestrians and cyclists
going to schools, nearby places of worship and
other destinations in the community. This MUP
crosses the VIA Rail line where 19 trains pass by
on an average week day. The number is expected
to increase Iin the future. There is a concern for the
safety of these MUP users who walk or cycle
across this rail crossing.

The City of Ottawa is undertaking an
Environmental Assessment (EA) to develop a
Recommended Plan for grade-separation of this
MUP to allow safe crossing of the ralil line by
persons of all ages and mobility levels.
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
