Off|C|aI Plan (2003)

Land within the Study Area is designated
General Urban Area where a range of land
uses are permitted including residential,
commercial and institutional uses.

* Jockvale Road is designated as a Major
Collector, which connects communities and
provides lower travel speeds, becoming more
accommodating for pedestrians and cyclists.

Transportatlon Master Plan (TMP)(2013)

Jockvale Road is designated as both a Major
Collector road as well as a Major Pathway
cycle route.

 TMP targets an overall 28% increase in
pedestrian and cycling modal shares in
Barrhaven.

Cycling Plan (2013)

« Designates the MUP as a Local path, providing
connectivity, accessibility and a comfortable
cycling route.
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
